Dear Harold,

1 was very pleased to hear from you agaim, and much has happened
since we last corresponded. But first. Your two packages arrived
safely and in good order, and were duly been forwarded to me. Ve
went on holiday last month just as the postal strike was settled, and
the mail for me which had accumulated in the office was only sent on
last week, shortly after we had returned.

The article on the KINGFISHER ie mnost interesting, and the
accompanying drawings are very fine. However, there is a problem.
The whole article runs to 20 pages of typescript, of which 12¥ pages
are concerned with the history of the ship and 7% with the
construction of the model. Vhenever possible I like to include some
information about the history of a vessel, but in this case I fear
that it is rather tco long for what is primarily a ship modelling
k, magazine. 1 appreciate that we have had some fairly long ‘histories’
in the past, but [ would rather use the space for illustrative
nmaterial. Alsa, 1 have received several critical comments recently on
this very matter. Would it be possible therefore to have a ‘potted"
history of the ship running to two or perhaps three pages of
typescript? Page 1 and the first two paragraphs (13 lines) of page 2
can stay as they are, followed by the ‘potted’ two/three page histary.

Next, the plans. Since copies of the five-sheet set are for sale, I
will reproduce only one sheet - the rigging plan - with the article,
but will include details of the others which make up the full set.

Locking back, I think it must have been 1980/81 that we last
corrsponded, about a year after I retired from full-time employment.
Two and a half years ago we decided that we really would have to move
from Upminster, as the district was going downhill quite markedly. Ve
would have liked to return to Scotland, and the Firth of Clyde area in
particular, but for various reasons this proved not to be a feasible
proposition. Bast Anglia had always been our second cholce area, and
after months of looking around we bought this place. Its a chalet
bungalow, about 300 yards from the cliffs and the shore, and from the
bedroom windows upstairs we can see right over thw Wash to the
Lincolnshire coast 16 miles away. We have marvellous sands here, and
when the tide is out - it goes out about 174 mile - We can walk for



miles along the shore, often in winter the only people in sight for
miles, literally! With the waters being so shallow, the only
waterborne activity is sailboarding, and perhaps a bit of water ski-
ing when the tide is right. The deep water channel for vessels - up
to about 3000 tons only - heading for the port of King's Lynn 16
niles away is about 8 miles out. The town itself is a typical small
seaside resort, about 4000 inhabitants, a large percentage of whom are
retird folk, situated at the top right hand cornmer of that big
rectangular indent on the east coast called the Vash. Its a very
breezy place, as you can imagine, with the North Sea on our doorstep.
Very bracing! We have no regrets at coming here. The office is
about 130 miles away, but I can be there - I only go up about once
every two/three months now - after a bus/train/subway journey of 3%
hours. . As you can see I am still carrying on with the journal; being
away from London makes little difference, apart from a certain lack of

personal contact.

Let me know what you feel about the foregoing. At the moment I have
the article pencilled in for the June 1980 issue.
